This one day workshop is designed for professionals who wish to work with relationship and attachment issues
during infancy and childhood period. In Professional Development in Art Therapy Workshop, participants will
become familiar with mental health approaches to therapy, especially with infants and preschool children. The
workshop will review the basic premise underlying attachment theory. Students will learn about the effects of
poor attachment on the child as well as the parent and become aware of the need for the dyad’s connection
with the therapist and of the deeper effect of transference and counter transference when working at this
primitive level. The role of art as partner in therapy will be examined. The importance of tactile experience
will be demonstrated through art making, role playing and video presentation.

The group is conducted within a safe and supportive environment, with respect to individual needs, where
boundaries of time and confidentiality are observed and respected.

Participants are limited to 12 per group.

Prior art experience is not necessary. To benefit from this workshop, participants should be prepared to take
some personal risks. Participants will, however, never be asked to reveal more of themselves than they are
comfortable to do. Other more individualized requirements would be negotiated within participants.
